RSC is to serve as a link between the ASCs and the World Service Conference of Narcotics Anonymous {#1} World Services (NAWS) and to maintain {#2} hold as guiding principles the Twelve Traditions of Narcotics Anonymous and the Twelve Concepts of NA Service, as stated in A Guide to Local Services in Narcotics Anonymous and its successors. 
Change “World Serve Conference of” to “World Service (NAWS)”

Intent: To broaden what the RSC is to serve as a link between, it’s much more than just the conference.  (by Jodi G.)
To change “maintain” to “hold as guiding principles” the Twelve Traditions of NA

Intent: Because to “maintain” sounds like the RSC is trying to police, or govern.

Article II.  Section 2.03
The Southern Idaho Region of Narcotics Anonymous (Also known as SIRNA) shall be defined as the portion of Idaho from the Salmon River south, to the borders of Nevada and Utah, and between Montana and Wyoming on the east, and Oregon on the west, including the city of Ontario, Oregon.  {#3} to include groups in neighboring states that choose to join the Areas that comprise the Southern Idaho Region. 
Intent: To have the ability to include those groups and/or Areas that choose to be a part of the Southern Idaho Region.  This language makes it possible to include any future groups and/or Areas without changing the language of the Guidelines again.  (by Jodi G.)

Article IV – Trusted Servants, Section 4.02 - Change from “a Regional Hospitals and Institutions Resource Person (Clean time of 2 yrs), a Regional Public Information Resource Person (clean time of 2 yrs),” TO “a Regional Public Relations Coordinator (PRC), (clean time of 3 years) . . . . “

Article IX – Funds, Section 9.05, c & d – Change from “c. H&I (Hospitals & Institutions)” and “d P.I. (Public Information)” TO “c. P.R. (Public Relations).”

Article X – Duties of Trusted Servants, Section 10.08 – Change from “It is the duty of the Regional H&I, PI, Literature and Web Page Coordinator Resource Persons of the RSC:” TO “It is the duty of the Regional PRC, Literature and Web Page Coordinator Resource Persons of the RSC:”

Intent – to bring guidelines into closer congruity with processes already in use.

Financial impact – one less position, therefore one less travel cost.

 Amendment by MVANA:

{#5} Change meeting for Southern Idaho Regional Service Committee to Saturday only.  To begin in January 2012.  Recommendation:  On Saturday sub-committees would meet from approx. 8 a.m. to Noon.  The RSC Vice-Chair would oversee this meeting and all sub-committees would meet including Hospitals & Institutions, Public Information, Literature, Activities and Regional Delegate/Regional Delegate Alternate. (Placed in Article V, Section 5.01)
General RSC business would begin at 1:30 and conclude upon finished business.

Intent: This is an effort to save Areas financially and to conduct business in a timely manner.  This will also allow for more participation by members among all Areas by cutting the event to a single day.  Additionally funds would be saved by SIRNA by not having to accommodate lodging for trusted servants.

Article V.  Section 5.03
All business meetings shall be held in a regular rotation; Mini-Cassia Area, High Desert Area, Magic Valley Area, Treasure Valley Area, and Snake River Valley Area.  Notification is to be sent to the Recording Secretary {#6} and the Web Page Coordinator of the location and time of the next scheduled RSC business meeting, not later than six (6) weeks before the next RSC is to occur and will be the responsibility of the RCM of the hosting area.  {#6} The Recording Secretary will then email the location information to the general membership within two (2) weeks.  The Web Page Coordinator will post the information on the Regional Web Page within two (2) weeks.  
Intent: To clarify because the way it was worded, once the information was given to the Recording Secretary, there was no direction regarding what would happen to it from there or what the timeline was.  (by Jodi G.)
Amendment by MVANA:

{#7} To have SIRSC meet in a central location such as Mini Cassia or Magic Valley. 
Intent: to save on our financial resources & promote unity.  (Would affect Article V, Section 5.03)
Add new Events section (housekeeping), Article VI, Section 6.01-b

{#8} A workshop time slot will be provided at the Annual Convention (SIRCNA) for a presentation to the fellowship by the RD/AD regarding the worldwide fellowship of Narcotics Anonymous and current information &/or business regarding NAWS.
Intent: The workshop we presented at last year’s Regional Convention seemed to be received very well, and there is so much information to share with the membership as a whole, in addition to the few who attend Region.  This will insure that we have the opportunity to provide this workshop in the future.  (by Jodi G.)

Article IX, new Section 9.10

{#9} Keep a $2000 prudent reserve for travel to PNW when needed.  These funds come from money given to us from PNW Convention.
Amendment by Carl B.:

Intent:  Not provided.  

Note:  To clarify, when the RSC receives their annual PNWCNA disbursement, $2000 will be set aside for PNW Reps’ travel expenses to PNWCNA convention and planning meetings as necessary and appropriate.
